POULTRY SOMETIMES FAILS
Twelve Ways in Which the Keeping

of Chickens May Prove Any-
thing But Profitable,

Here are some of the reasons ac-
cording to P. M. Jacobs, the well-
known poultryman and editor, why
some wen fail to maks poultry pay:

1 Endeavoring to keep two fowis
where room for cme only can be ob-
tained; that is, saving expenses. by
cheapening the cost of houses and

ace.
2. Buylng fowls from other farms
and thos bringing disease and lice luto
the flock.

3. Overfeeding, the fowls belng sup-
plied with the greatest abundance un-
der the supposition, “the more feed the
more eggs."

4. Cold drafts over the fowls at
night, with a view to supplying fresh
alr, when the thermometer Is low,

5, Wasting time with suck fowls,
instead of destroying all birds that
cannot be quickly cured.

6. Disregarding the breeds by keep-
Ing anything that Is & fowL

7. Lack of exercise, the fowls belng
Idle, discontented and consuming food
because they have nothing to do;

8. Fallure to provide sufMcient
warmth In winter, a season when eggs
highest.

9. Feeding corn and wheat exclu-
sively and omitting foods which sup-
ply albumen for the eggs.

10. Feeding three times a day, the
result Lelng indigestion and the intro-
duetion of diseasa in the flock.

11 Lice, both mites and the large
lice that are found only on the bodies
of the fowls and at all seasons of tha
year.

12. Failure to keep the houses and
yards clean. Labor s withheld at the
most impartant periods. 0

Buceess, therefore, depends upon the

ter quarters Dbefore cold weather
comes. Many will be disinclined to do
any lessening of the flock for fear of
lessening tho egg product In the same
ratlo. This, however, is not apt to be
the case. In fact the effect Is apt to
be the opposite.

Last winter 1 had 76 bens in a
building 16x16 feet, and althoogh I
worked faithfully with them, they
held back thelr eggs much longer than
1 wished, and much longer than they
ought. In winters when only 60 hens
were in the same buflding eggs came
without 8o much labor on my part.

Whether the flock shall be dimin-
ished or the winter room increased,
depends. 1If the flock consists of
choalce young hens the space for keep-
ing them next winter should be in-
creased, unless it Is alrendy adequate.
It the flock contains a lot of old or
“serub’ hens, these had better be sold
pretty soon—before the market s
crowded as it generally is every

autumn.

No Invariable rule can be given in
answer to this question. One's ability,
taste and good judgment must goyern|
in the matter. Lumber that has served
a purpose Ina barn will be all right If

Dryness, light and warmth must be
secured at any rate, Filling the walls
with six or eight Inclies of buckwheat
hulls will insure dryness much better
than two thicknesses of lnch lumber
with bullding paper squeezed between.
Windows set in rather high will give
more light than lower ones. The earth.
makes & good flodr if free from sur-
face water.

BEDSTEAD POULTRY HOUSE

How a Discarded Article of House-
Told Furniture Was Utilized
for the Chickens.

A house sultable for ducks, geese or
n small flock of pouliry can be made
from an old bedstead, as shown [n the
cut, says Mrs. Charles Cotter, of Mon-

roe county, Michigan, in writing to the
Farm and Home. [ made one nutvntl
a discarded bedstead. Tnside the foot-,
voard at each corner I fastenad f post
the same helght of the headboard ana
nailed boards on these. The roof is
supported by 1xd-dnch rafterg and an
0ld drinking trongh is used for a ridga
pole. Odd pleces of lumber were used
for the siding and the shingles were
some that hau been taken off the house
when that was repalred. A small win-
dow provided with wire neiting was
put in each gable end.
