“Production has a habit of operating |
in cyoles. In 1023 more plgs wero |
farrowed than the demand for pork |

ratio was unfavorable to the producer.
Considerable contraction is now evi-
dent in the plans for pig production
fn 1024, Many dry sows still young
enough to be efficient mothers have
gone o market and thousands of preg-
nant sows have journeyed with them.

‘With purebred sows selling at low
figures and the superiority of the pure-
bred over the grade clearly demon-
strated, good business indicates the |
replacing of part of the grade sowS
with purebreds and the farrowing of
the average number of soWs.”

Mr. Ferrin says that tests and ex-
periments have repeatedly demonstrat-
ed that a good purebred sow is a more
economtcal pork machine than a grade
sow. “She should raise at least as
many pigs per litter, and In most cases
will have more pigs at weaning time
because of the years of selection lor
large litters that are behind the pure-

" hie says

Purebred pigs come from larger
ancestors; have more ability to make
rapid growth and will finish for mar-
ket at younger ages than grades or
scrubs. The purebred sow is larger
at the same age than the grade and |
will weigh out more pounds of pork
when she eventually. goes to market. |
The Iowa Experiment Station after
six years of work finds that big typo
sows ralsed larger litters of pigs than
either medium or small type sows.
The average number of pigs per litter
weaned for the six years was 6.25 for
big type sows, 598 for medium type
dams and 4.66 for small type sows. It
should be mentioned that the big type
Sows were not as rangy or leggy as the
more recent so-called ‘extreme’ type.
The pigs from big type sows galned
more in weight per day and made one
hundréd pounds gain on less feed
than pigs from either medium or small
type sows. These figures were report-
ed last November by the Towa station |
in its Studies of Bwine Types. |
