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“The best ration for hﬁulng baby | ¢
beeves is soldom the one which pro-
duces galns at the lowest cost,
H. W. Vaughan, of the animal hus-
bandry division, University Farm.

growth accompanied by lttle or no
increase In fat, so that the calves
must either be kept on feed beyond
the baby beat age or sold In such
poor condition and at such a low
price that little It any profit Is ob-
tained from feeding them. The more
rapid the gain, the greater the finish
and the higher the price of the calves
‘when marketed. The most des{rable
ration is ona that produces rapld
gains as economically as possible.

“In feeding trials at University
Farm we ha found that calves
started on feed in the fall should gain
more than two pounds per head daily
in order to 1cquire a good finish and
sell at a good price when marketed
the following June or eerly July. We
have obtained an average dally gain
of 234 pounds during the 217 days
on a ration of corn and cobmeal, lin-
seod meal, corn silage, and clover hay,
and this has proved to be one of the
most profitable rations which ~we
have used. However. because of
marked changes In prices of feeds,
no one ration can be best in every
year”

Protessor Vaughan adds that the
rations given below have produced
satisfactory results In feeding trials
at University Farm with steer calves
weighing 445 to 495 pounds at the
start, ten calves to the lot, and mar-
keted after a feeding perfod of from
196 to 224 days, Unless otherwise
stated, the calves recclyed practically
a full feed of each ingredient in the
ration in two feeds dally:

Ration No. 1.—Corn and cobmeal,
linseed meal 2 Ibs. per head daily,
corn silage, alfalfa hay. Dally gain,
226 Ibs.

Ration No. 2—Corn and cobmeal
80 parts, linseed meal 10 parts by
welght, corn silage, clover hay. Daily
gain, 234 Ibs.

Ration No. 3—Shelled corn, linseed
meal 2 1bs., corn siluge, alfalfa hay.
Daily gain, 2.32 Ibs.

Ration No. 4—Shelled corn, alfalfa
hay. Daily gain, 20° Ibs.

Ration No. 5—Shelled corn 0 parts,
whole oats 20 parts; linseed meal 2
bs., corn silage, alfalfa hay. Daily
gain, 2.19 Ibs.

Ration No. 6—Shelled corn 60
parts, whole oats 30 parts, linsced
meal 10 parts; corn silage, clover hay.
During last 49 days corn increased to
75 parts, oats decreased to 15 parts,
Daily gain, 219 Ibs.

Ration No. 7—Shelled corn 60 nnm.
ground oats 30 parts, linseed meal 1
parts; alfalfa hay. During last I’D
days corn increased to 75 parts, oats
decreased to 15 parts. Daily gain,
2.22 Ibs.

Ration No. 8—Same as No. 7, ex-
cept ground barley substituted for
shelled corn. Daily gain, 2.11 Ibs.

Kerosene one-half pint mixed with
one pound of unsalted lard, may be
rubbed over the body with good ef-
fects. Liquid vaseline and sulphur
mixed so that a heavy llquid is
formed, which can be applied with a
brush or cloth s also beneficlal.

A 3 per cent solution of creolin or
kreso dip - other equally gool disin-
fectants is quite satistactory for the
control and eradication of lice. This
treatment should be used in the fall
and spring and can be applied In the
form of a spray or with a brush.
During cold weather <hen it Is dang-
erous to wet the body by dipping, etc,
insect powders may be used. Twi
parts of powdered sabadilla seed to
one part of flowers of sulphur h
proven to be beneficlal. The
drugs should be thoroughly mixed lnd
applied along the back and sides of
the animal. Great care should be
taken in applying this treatment
around the head and neck, so as to

prevent the powder, which Is very ir-
ritating, getting into the eyes, mose
or mouth. Insect powd-rs can be
euily applied by placing the powder
