Just southwest of Brook Park the State erected a beautiful monument
in 1915, to honor those people who died in the Hinckley Fire. Twenty-
three of the twenty-six persons who lost their lives are buried in
two long trenches.

ROOT'S TRAIN — SKUNK LAKE
With a train packed full of terrified, screeming passengers behind him and a
blazing inferno ahead and beside him, James Root backed his train northward from
a burning Hinckley in a race against death and that September holocaust of 1894,
known as the Great Hinckley Fire. Gaining a little, he brought his train to a stop
at Skunk Lake where his passengers and crew sought safety in its muddy and
shallow waters. Only those on his train who scught safety elsewhere perished. A
small pond along Highway No. 61 about six miles north of Hinckley marks the
location of Skunk Lake, once so vital to so many people.
