IMPORTANT NOTICE
Giving Up Party Lines In An Emergency

During 1955 the Minnesota Legislature passed a law requir-
ing party line users to give up the line in the event they were
requested to do so for an emergency call. The provisions of
this law are as follows:

“Section 1. Subdivision 1. For purposes of this act the follow-
ing terms have the meanings asc:iﬁed to them,

Subd. 2. “Party line” means a subscribers line telephone cir-
cuit, consisting of two or more main telephone stations con-
nected therewith, each station with a distinctive ring or telephone
number,

Subd. 3. "Emergency” means a situation in which property
or human life are in jeopardy and the prompt summoning of aid
is essential.

Sec. 2. Any person who shall wilfully refuse to immediately
relinquish a party line when informed that such line is needed
for 'an emergency call, actually existing as defined in subdivi-
sion 3 of section 1, to a fire department or Folice department or
for medical aid or ambulance service, shall be guilty of a gross
misdemeanor.

Sec. 3. Any person who shall secure the use of a party line
by falsely stating that such line is needed for an emergency call,
shall be guilty of 2 misdemeanor.”

GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT TELEPHONE SERVICE

Business Transactions with the Company
—The telephone business office is open from
8:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M., Monday through
Friday. Closed all day Saturday. After busi-
ness hours, and on Sundays and holidays,
calls will be answered by a representative who
will handle business requiring immediate
attention and who will arrange for the han-
dling of other business on the following busi-
ness day. Requests for new telephone service,
changes in or additions to existing service or
equipment may be made by telephone, by
mail or in person at the business office. Ad-
vance notice will help to have the work done
by the date desired.

Bills for Service—Bills are issued monthly
and are due upon presentation. They cover
local service charges for one month in advance
from the date of the bill and long distance
charges for one month preceding the date of
the bill. Payment for service may be made by
mail or in person at the Business Office.

Suspension of Service—When you are to be
away from your residence for an extended
period, you may arrange to have your tele-
phone service temporarily suspended at a
reduced rate.

If you wish, the operator will inform those
calling where you can be reached. You may
retain your telephone number, and there will
be no charge for resumption of service upon
your return.

Telegrams by Telephone—You may tele-
phone telegrams, cablegrams and radiograms
to the Western Union Telegraph Company
and have the charges placed on your tele
phone bill.

Telephone Directory—Every reasonable

precaution is taken to avoid errors in and
omissions from the telephone directory, but

the telephone company does not guarantee
listings therein and shall not be liable for
damages arising out of errors in or omissions
from the directory except as provided for in its
filed regulations and tariffs,

Regulations and Rates—Regulations and
tariffs governing the furnishing of services by
the telephone company are on file in the
Business Office. A representative will gladly
assist you in obtaining information from them.

LOCAL TELEPHONE SERVICE

Obtain Correct Number from Directory
—Before making a call please look in the
directory to be certain you have the correct
telephone number. If the number you want
is not listed, you may obtain it from “Infor-
mation."

Please answer calls promptly. Failure to do
30 may result in the loss of a message. Giving
your name or the name of the firm when
answering identifies you and saves time.

Signalling the Operator—In order to
signal the operator, move the receiver hook
up and down slowly at the rate of about one
flash a second. If this signalling is done too
rapidly the operator will not receive the signal.

Calls from Rural Tekpbom—-'ro call
the operator, turn the crank briskly with the
receiver on the hook., Then remove the re-
ceiver and when the operator answers, glve

her your order. When through talking, hang
up the receiver and give the crank a turn.
This gives the operator the disconneot signal.

Party Line Service—if you have a party
line, listen to make sure the line is not in use
before you call a number. If you hear some-
one talking, please hang up and make the
call a little later.

Telephone Recording Signal—a short
high “beep’ tone heard over your telephone
at 15-second intervals indicates your conver-
sation is being recorded. The signal is provided
by the Telephone Company for your protec-
tion. If you do not want your conversation
recorded ask the person with whom you are
talking to disconnect the recording machine.

Use of a recorder without a signal is unlawful,

Telephone Attachments—In the interest
of good service, do not attach extra apparatus
or advertising devices to telephone instru-
ments.

LONG DISTANCE SERVICE

To Make a Long Distance Call—Ask for
“Long Distance," Give the operator the name
of the town you are calling, the telephone
number if known, or the name and address of
the residence or firm being called. If you

wish to talk to a specified person, also give
the name of that person.

Call by Number—Usually, giving *“Long
Distance” the number of the out-of-town
person you want will result in completing the
call twice as fast as when the operator must
reach a distant operator to get the number,
Giving the operator the number is important
on both station-to-station and person-to-
person calls. If you wish to talk to a certain
person be sure to tell the operator.

Free Personal Directories—To assist you
in keeping out-of-town numbers handy when
you want to place long distance calls, we shall
be glad to supply you with personal number
books. Just call or write our business office if
vou would like a copy.

Replace
your receiver and make your call a little later,
In case you do not hear the dial tone and no one
seems to be using the line, inguire whether the
line is in use. If there seems to be no one on the
line, replace your receiver for a few seconds.
